A Sense of Geneva
in New York Ciry

During the first week of March
2012, the Spirit of Geneva swept
through the streets of New York
City, thanks to the week-long
festival: “ThinkSwiss: Genéve
Meets New York,” which was
held at different locations
around the vivid and exciting
metropolis. The Consulate Gen-
eral of Switzerland, together
with the City of Geneva, part-
nered with prestigious institu-

of Rousseau, Albert Gallatin and
Henry Dunant was explored as
they relate to current issues.
One roundtable discussed Rous-
seau’s ideas on education by ex-
amining the question: “What is
progressive about education to-
day?” Another panel, featuring
Walter Fiilleman, ICRC Head of
Delegation to the UN, was very
well received as it focused on
the topic: “Can the Geneva con-
ventions still protect civilians
and non-combatants in contem-
porary warfare?” Together with
a panel on the topic of how to
break through Internet censor-
ship, these events were able to
show why Geneva to-
day is considered the
world capital of hu-
man rights.

At the festival's sig-
nature event, the City
of Geneva found it-
self at the heart of
the discussion on the
impact of Rousseau
on today’s Occupy
movement. “Occupy
Rousseau: Inequality
& Social Justice” was held in a
packed Celeste Bartos Forum at
the venerable New York Public
Library in front of an audience
of approximately 400 guests. It
featured such illustrious panel-
ists as Eliot Spitzer, Pascal
Couchepin, Benjamin Barber as
well as Amin Husain, one of the
organizers of the Occupy Wall
Street protests. What a spectacle
it was!

Nationality Room joined the
University of Pittsburgh’s re-
nowned collection of 29 ethnic
classrooms. Special guests in-
cluded Ambassador Francois
Barras of the Consulate General
of Switzerland in New York and
Pitt’s Chancellor Mark Norden-
berg.

Following the dedication cere-
mony at Heinz Chapel, Bernese
mountain dogs led a procession
of over 300 guests to a reception
and Swiss Room tours at Pitt’s

Cathedral of Learning. The re-
ception featured a variety of tra-
ditional Swiss cookies as well as
musical entertainment by Pitts-
burgh’s Helvetia Mannerchor
and alphorns.

Planning for the Swiss National-
ity Room began in 1998. The
Swiss Room design is inspired by
aroom from Fraumiinster Abbey
in Ziirich, built in 1489. The
classroom features four hand-
made trestle tables and 26 “Sta-
bellen” chairs, representing
Switzerland’s linguistic regions
and Cantons (states). Stained-
glass windows display the coats-
of-arms of Switzerland and its
first Cantons.

As he explored his personal
Swiss roots, Tritt collected not
only written material, but 17,000
Swiss postcards from 1895 to
1945; stereo views from 1860 to
1940, early advertising art and
binders filled with fascinating
pins. Adding Tritt’s holdings to
the Swiss Center’s library means
there are approximately 8,000
books and artifacts representing
what the Swiss Center believes is
the largest focused library on
Switzerland and Swiss Ameri-
cans.
