Swiss Historical Society

This is my final report on behalf of the Swiss Historical Society. The Society
was established in 2007 with the dual aim of researching the history of the
Swiss communities in New South Wales and of publishing abook based on this
research. During the eight years of'its existence, the Society not only completed
the tasks it was designed to carry out, but also managed to secure a permanent
archive for the historic records of the various Swiss community organisations
in this state; these valuable documents and photos are now in the collection of
the State Library of New South Wales.

Earlier this year, the beautiful silk flag made for the Swiss Society of New
South Wales — the forerunner of the Swiss Club of New South Wales - found a
new home in the offices of the Consulate General of Switzerland in Bondi Junc-
tion, Sydney. And the Swiss-themed objects which were created for commu-
nity events in former times, such as the cast-iron candlesticks and the wooden
shields decorated with female figures in traditional costumes, are once again
looked after and used as appropriate by the Swiss Club.

Although the Swiss Historical Society will cease to exist, sales of the re-
maining copies of “The Swiss in New South Wales: A History” will continue
while stocks last, and profits from the sales will be transferred to the Swiss
Community Care Society.
