The VSC was founded in 1966! We’re a mixed choir of various ages and voices
singing Swiss folk music in many languages (English, German, Swiss-Ger-
man, French, Italian, even Rhaeto-Romanic).

We’re currently recruiting new members and encourage beginners to join.
No formal musical training is necessary, and you don’t have to master any
particularlanguage. Dr. Sergio Pires - our accomplished conductor - will pro-
vide voice training, and the VSC can also teach you to yodel. We supply tra-
ditional Swiss costumes (“Trachten”, “Chuteli”). Annual membership fees
are ~ $100. We rehearse every Tuesday from 7:30 pm - 9:30 pm in New West-
minster (Metro Vancouver); carpooling is available. A desire to sing, have fun,
and meet new people is really at the heart of it!

While the terms 'Swiss' and 'yodel' go almost hand in hand, sort of like
'Swiss' and 'cheese' or 'chocolate', it’s important to recognize that there
isn’ta single style of yodeling - rather, there are numerous forms of yo-
deling, and differing yodeling traditions in many countries. Switzer-
land in particular has a huge repertoire of songs with lyrics and yodel
parts.

At some concerts, I may sing a “Naturjodel” — a wordless form of yode-
ling. Often, I'1l also performin a yodeling trio with altos Dorli Meier and
Anna-Marie Spaeti.

Three VSC projects to attract younger individuals

A recent Swiss study concluded that most choirs are overaged and
struggle to find new members. In my opinion, the best remedy is to work
with 'projects' limited in time and scope. One of our projects is to re-
establish an informal men's yodeling group, this time including one or
two good women yodelers.

We might start as soon as this year's Swiss National Day celeb-
rations, as this event in particular tends to attract young families with
children.

The Swiss study also found that tenors and basses (in that order) are
the most sought-after choir participants. We face similar challenges;
so as a third project, the VSC may at times bring in guest singers.
