Wisconsin: Swiss Center of North America

Nearly all of the photographs are in perfect or excellent condition.  
The vast majority of images were produced by American companies, 
although there are also some produced by British, French, Swiss and 
German companies.  The stereographs were taken primarily in the 
following Kantons:  Bern, Luzern, Graubünden, Valais, Genève, 
Scha¢ausen, St. Gallen, Zürich, Ticino, Fribourg, and Schwyz.
