Switzerland has pledged material support towards the establishment of the Museum of African 

Liberation which will be constructed in Harare, Zimbabwe. The support will be made in the 

framework of the continued strengthening of friendship and goodwill between Switzerland and 

the African continent.
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The TGI initiative plans to increase sporting 
opportunities and nurture young aspiring 
Zimbabwean tennis players, including those 
coming from underprivileged backgrounds. 
TGI will also revive the sport in all parts  
of Zimbabwe, working closely with the  
Zmbabwean Tennis Federation to organize 
regular nationwide junior tennis tourna-
ments and competitions. The ultimate  
goal will be to set up a national High Perfor-
mance Centre.

Switzerland Ambassador to Zimbabwe,  
Mr. Niculin Jäger described the event as a 
huge success in the history of bilateral rela-
tions between Switzerland and Zimbabwe.  

“Sport is without borders. Sport has played, 
and continues to play a significant role in di-
plomacy, state-to-state relations and in pro-
moting peace and the values of tolerance. 
Sport is also about friendship. Zimbabwe and 
Switzerland continue to enjoy cordial bila-
teral relations and the “Zwiss Open” tourna-
ment is also about celebrating 42 years of our 
great friendship,” Ambassador Jäger said.

The museum, which is a conti-
nental project meant to docu-
ment, preserve and promote 
Africa’s liberation legacy is being 
spearheaded by the Institute of 
African Knowledge (INSTAK).

Speaking following a meeting 
with Zimbabwe President Em-
merson Mnangagwa (who is hos-
ting the museum), Swiss Ambas-
sador to Zimbabwe, Mr. Niculin 
Jäger, said Switzerland had  
always been committed to the 
correct reconstruction of history 
from all angles, with many archi-
ves opened in recent decades on 
crucial moments of Swiss history: 

“Therefore, the Museum of African 
Liberation represents a signifi-
cant milestone for Africa’s collec-
tive memory. Zimbabwe and the 
African continent will now have a 
rallying point to engage with 
their own culture, history and  
heritage on African soil. Further-
more, the museum will serve as a 
reference for researchers from 
the continent and the world,  
accessing archives and docu-
ments, sharing information and 
analysing data and facts to reflect 
different opinions and help to 
better understand the fight for 
self-determination.”

Switzerland has significant ex-
pertise on digitisation and archi-
ving, which it has agreed to avail 
to the Museum. Moreover, the 
Swiss Solidarity Movement 
worked closely with various  
liberation movements on the con-
tinent such as the ANC, SWAPO 
and ZANU, thus playing an  
important role in supporting 
Africa’s struggle against colonia-
lism and apartheid. Switzerland 
also hosted historic talks on  
Zimbabwe in Geneva in 1976.

The “Zwiss Open” also provided the pla�orm 
for the official launch of Total Greatness  
International (TGI), a national non-profit  
organisation led by one of Zimbabwe’s  
eminent international tennis players and 
sports ambassadors, Takanyi Garanganga, 
with support from the Embassy of Switzerland.
